How do I get to Karst Farm Park?

Can I turn in pledges/donations before the day of the Walk?

Yes. Just mail them to MCHA Attn: Walk for the Animals, P.O. Box 1334 Bloomington, IN 47402 OR come to the City of Bloomington Animal Shelter/MCHA at 3410 S. Walnut during business hours to turn in pledges. (M/W/Th/Sa 12-5 p.m. T/Fr 12 – 7 p.m. Sun. 1 – 4p.m.)

Do I have to have a dog to participate in the Walk?

No! Anyone can help support the MCHA by collecting donations and is welcome to attend the event. Funds support all the programs of the MCHA not just dogs! 

There will be plenty of things to check out at the walk even without a dog, including vendors and booths from animal welfare groups, concessions, and a great kids carnival sure to entertain the kids. 

Do corporate matching gifts count toward pledge totals?

Yes. If you have collected the funds and turn them in before or at the Walk.

Do in-kind donations (food, supplies) count toward my pledge total?

No.

Can I raise funds and participate as a team?

Yes. Feel free to set-up a first giving webpage, name your team and collectively raise funds or use standard printable fundraising forms.

Can I come to the Walk without having raised funds?

There is a $5 per dog fee to participate in dog activities at the event if you have not collected funds for the MCHA. 

We encourage all participants to raise funds for the MCHA. This is a fundraising event with the funds raised by people collecting donations. To receive t-shirts and dog bandanas you must raise a minimum of $50 for both or $20 to receive a dog bandana. 

Do I have to register in advance?

No. You can register and bring donations the day of the Walk. Just get there early to give yourself enough time to register (registration starts at 12:45p.m.) so you don’t miss any of the contests, games and activities. 

What if it rains?

The Walk goes on rain or shine, just bring rain gear(
Are Walk pledges tax-deductible?

Yes.

What do I do if someone wants a receipt for his or her donation?

Get all of his/her information including name, address, and phone number and clearly indicate on your pledge sheet that they would like to receive a receipt. Make sure the amount that they donated is also clearly indicated and that you note if it was paid for with cash or a check. They can expect to receive the receipt by mid-October.

What else can I do to help with the Walk?
